J: History and social sciences 
V: English

I: ESTONIAN HISTORY Aand social sciences

 What are your main job tasks on a typical day at school?
J: There is not a typical day , I have  quite lot of meetings , there is not a schedule 
I: No official meeting you can go whenever you want
V: the lesson are 75 minutes includes all the aspectcs in the language: grammar vocabolary, reading comprehension, practice , oral comprehension
